Scheduled Program Review – Spring 2014

Pre-Program Assessment:  In the Technology for Teachers course, the first education course in the AAT program, students will complete a Program Pre-Assessment in Foliotek during the first month of class.  This assessment will measure the program goals and prior knowledge of the MoSTEP standards at the mid-preparation benchmark.
Formative Program Assessments:  In each AAT education course students will write reflection statements on their understanding and demonstration of proficiency of the MoSTEP Standard connected to the course.  The courses with the connected standards are as follows:

Common course Pre and Posts Tests are given in all education courses and reviewed on a three year cycle. 
Summative Program Assessment:  
· In Foundations of Education, the Communication Common Learning Objective will be assessed using the common assessment rubric developed by the ECC Communication CLO Committee and used to assess the personal philosophy presentation.  The average score will be compared with the average score of similar late-program results throughout the campus.

· In Teaching Profession with the Field Experience, the Ethics and Social Responsibility Common Learning Objective will be assessed utilizing the pilot inventory for community service scheduled for Spring 2013.
· In Educational Psychology, the Critical Thinking Common Learning Objective will be assessed using the CAAP exam which is nationally normed.

· In Program Capstone: Teaching students will present an electronic portfolio in Foliotek of their understanding of the program goals and MoSTEP at the Mid-Preparation Benchmark.  An oral presentation of this understanding and how the candidate has met the standard will be presented to a panel and assessed by a common rubric.  

· In Program Capstone: students must successfully pass each section of the CBASE before completion of the AAT degree. Scores will be reviewed and compared to other two-year and four-year university averages.
· During the AAT Capstone Course, students will complete the Post-Program Assessment in Moodle for comparison to the Pre-Program Assessment students completed in their first education course, Technology for Teachers. This assessment measures the students’ progress toward the program goals and the MoSTEP standards at the mid-preparation benchmark.
Post Program Data Collection:
· Each November graduates from the previous school year will complete a Graduate Survey through Survey Monkey measuring student satisfaction and perceived readiness for success in transfer institutions.
· Throughout all education courses for the AAT Degree, all students must complete field experiences.  Total number of hours tutoring and observing donated to community school partners will be evaluated.
· GPA Data will be collected and reviewed.
· Graduation Rates of Program Completers will be collected and reviewed.
All full-time and adjunct faculty will use common course syllabi and will review assessment data, including this plan on a continual basis with the Education Coordinator.  

Program Results Dissemination:
· Current Program Results are shared with the AAT Advisory Committee (consisting of community P-12 educators, P-12 administrators, and ECC administrators) twice each academic year.
· C-BASE, GPA, and Graduation Rates of Program Completers data is shared with the Internal AAT Advisory Committee (consisting of ECC general education faculty and administration) each academic year.
